	Mathematics 
	We will be focusing on improving and consolidating our multiplication and division skills.  New learning this term will include geometry, recognising and adding and subtracting fractions as well as converting fractions to mixed numbers. We will continue to practice our times tables with the aim that all pupils will know their multiplication and division facts for all tables to x12 by the end of Year 4.  

	 English 
	We will be reading “Beaver Towers”, by Nigel Hinton.  This is a story about a boy who travels to a magical island inhabited by talking animals and an evil witch who wants to control the island.  We will be focusing on descriptive writing, non-fiction reports and exploring various features of the story.  We will continue to improve our punctuation, vocabulary and grammar, including our spellings which will be sent home every two weeks.

	Topic 
	In the first half term the topic is ‘Rock Stars’. In this topic the children will learn about sound and carry out different scientific investigations. We will launch our topic with an exciting music festival and throughout the term we have planned many hands-on activities. In the second half term our topic is ‘Essex Explorers’. The children will investigate their local area using a variety of map skills. In addition, they will look at the key features of towns and settlements and how their uses differ.
